GUESTS WITH DISABILITIES

Carnival® has made substantial modifications to enhance our guests’ ability to move about our
ships. Our ships have accessible staterooms, accessible elevators at each elevator bank with
tactile controls and audible signals, and accessible routes throughout most areas of the ship.
Accessible staterooms are reserved for guests that have a mobility disability or a disability that
requires the use of the accessibility features that are provided.

Guests traveling with scooters must charge and store their device in their stateroom. At no time,
can a scooter be left in the corridor and when stored in the stateroom, it must not impede safe
egress from the stateroom. Guests should ensure their stateroom doorway is large enough to
accommodate their mobility device.

If a portable room kit (includes visual-tactile alert system that provides alerts for the door
knocking, telephone ringing, alarm clock and smoke detector) or a TTY kit (teletypewriter with
interface to our Guest Services Desk which is manned 24/7) is required, please contact Guest
Services once onboard. Braille signage is available onboard our ships, indicating cabin numbers
and public rooms names, and select Braille format documents are available with four weeks
advance notice. Our Carnival® Fun Times are always available in audible format through your
in-cabin TV.

Sign language interpreters are available on a request basis, on all cruises departing from

and returning to a U.S. port, for guests who use sign language as their primary means of
communication. Please send your request in writing to access@carnival.com and kindly give us
30 days of notice prior to your sailing date to fulfill your request.

Carnival Cruise Line® only permits service/working dogs onboard. A working/service dog is
legally defined and is trained to meet a disability related need. We do not allow guests to sail
with therapy/companion dogs or service dogs in training. Service dogs must have current
vaccinations; these vaccinations are in addition to what governing port officials require. It is the
guest’s responsibility to contact the Department of Agriculture or your Service Dog’s Veterinarian
to obtain information on the requirements at each port. The failure to have the required
vaccinations or documentation may result in a service dog not being able to disembark at a port
of call.

Guests undergoing dialysis treatment must complete a risk acknowledgement form and submit
a letter from their nephrologist indicating they are fit to sail no later than 5 weeks prior to sailing.
Failure to do so will result in cancelation of the booking.

For children with disabilities, the parent or guardian will be required to complete a registration
form, once onboard in order to participate in any Carnival® youth program activities. Parents

or guardians will be asked to complete a checklist in order to help the youth staff in how to

best accommodate the child while participating in activities. We do not provide one on one
attention, but if this is necessary, the parent, guardian, or assigned helper is welcome to stay
and participate with the child during activity times. Youth program rules still apply to all children,
in terms of administration of medication, illness, hours and unacceptable behavior while in the
program.

If you need to travel with your own medical equipment, medications or supplies, it is important
that you hand carry. Please do not pack these items with your checked luggage. If you are
traveling with injectable medication(s) and need a container for disposal, please contact the
Housekeeping staff once onboard. Portable medi-coolers are available on a first come first

serve basis at the Guest Services Desk to store medications that have specific temperature
requirements. If a cooler is not available, our Medical Center onboard can assist you with storage.
Or you may bring your own personal size cooler for this purpose (12" x 12" x 12”).

If you have food allergies, please advise your dining team once onboard to discuss your meal
options. Food allergies can only be accommodated in our main dining rooms.

MINOR GUESTS

Standard booking rates apply for minors. Guests under the age of 21 years must travel with a
relative or guardian 25 years or older. Exceptions include legally married couples and qualified
military personnel. For both exceptions, proof (proper documentation) must be provided at
embarkation. Failure to provide documentation or not conforming to this policy will result in
denial of boarding and no compensation will be provided. Infants must be at least 6 months of
age at the time of embarkation in order to sail. Children must be at least 12 months of age at
the time of embarkation to sail on trans-ocean crossings and remote itineraries, where there

are more than 2 consecutive sea days. Please note that adult guests are responsible at all times
for the safety and behavior of their minor guests. When minors (18 and under) are not traveling
with a relative, we strongly recommend bringing an original signed letter from the absent parent/
legal guardian authorizing the minor to travel. This will expedite processing by the Department
of Homeland Security. Guests under the age of 21 staying at any hotel in conjunction with
Carnival’s Fly2Fun program or vacation packages may be required to be accompanied by a guest
21 years or older in the same room as per each hotel’s policy. Permission for minor guests to fly
unaccompanied is determined by the airlines as per each airline’s rules. Guests should check
with their scheduled airline for eligibility. Carnival® assumes no responsibility for unaccompanied
guests under 21 years of age traveling by air. Carnival’s youth programs feature supervised
activities for kids and teens ages 2—17. Guests must be 18 or older to visit the onboard casino;
teens 12-17 years of age may use Spa Carnival® and the fitness center if accompanied by a
parent or guardian.

MEDICAL SERVICES

Should you require medical attention while on board, the staff in our medical centers is available
to assist you 24 hours a day. Our shipboard medical centers meet or exceed the Medical Facilities
Guidelines established by the International Council of Cruise Lines and the American College

of Emergency Physicians. The members of the medical staff have experience in the fields of
Emergency Medicine and/or Family Practice and are certified in Advanced Cardiac Life Support.
Our physicians are independent contractors and, as such, are entitled to render services at a
customary charge. The charge for their services and any other medical expenses will be applied
to your Sail & Sign account. Carnival® strongly encourages the purchase of Carnival® Vacation
Protection, which also covers protection for medical expenses incurred during your vacation. For
a more complete description of the plan’s benefits, terms, conditions and exclusions, please view
Carnival® Vacation Protection at www.carnival.com.

PREGNANCY POLICY

Guest understands and acknowledges that in addition to the limitations in medical care described
in Clause 2(a) of the cruise ticket contract, prenatal and early infant care, in particular, may
require specialized diagnostic facilities and/or treatment that are not obtainable during the

cruise on board the ship and/or ashore in ports of call. Therefore, any Guest who has entered, or
who will at any time during the cruise enter, the 24th week of estimated gestational age in her
pregnancy, agrees not to book a cruise or board the ship.

Accordingly, due to the limitations in medical care, both on board and in various ports of call,
women who have entered their 24th week of pregnancy at any time during the time of the cruise
will not be allowed to board or sail with the ship. Any pregnant woman who attempts to board
the vessel who has entered her 24th week of pregnancy, or who will enter her 24th week of
estimated fetal gestational age at any time during the cruise, risks denial of boarding and/or
disembarkation without compensation or refund.

Carnival’s responsibility does
not extend beyond the vessel. You are responsible for arriving at the respective ports on time
for embarkation and for joining the vessel at its next port of call if, for any reason, you miss a

scheduled sailing. Carnival® reserves the right to refuse or discontinue passage to anyone when,
in Carnival’s judgment, it would be considered a risk to the guest’s own safety & well-being or
the health, safety, wellbeing, comfort and enjoyment of any other guest or crew member. Cruise
passage is subject to the terms & conditions shown on Carnival Cruise Line® “Terms & Conditions
of Passage Contract Ticket,” including the procedure for the resolution of disputes, which must
take place in Miami-Dade County, Florida. (Copies of the ticket are available upon request or in
the “Guest Services” section of Carnival’s web site.) All prices are quoted in U.S. dollars.

EMBARKATION

TRAVEL DOCUMENTATION

Proper travel documentation is required at embarkation and throughout the cruise. Even though a
guest has completed registration using Online Check-In, it is still the responsibility of the guest to
present the required travel documents at the time of embarkation. Guests should check with their
travel agent and/or government authority to determine the travel documents necessary for each
port of call. Any guest without proper documents will not be allowed to board the vessel and no
refund of the cruise fare will be issued. Carnival® assumes no responsibility for advising guests
of proper travel documentation.

If your cruise includes travel to Cuba, visit www.carnival.com/FAQ to view required travel
documentation as well as a Travel Affidavit, required for all guests, including children.

CRUISE TRAVEL - U.S. CITIZENS

Carnival® highly recommends all guests travel with a passport. Although a passport is not
required for U.S. citizens taking cruises that begin and end in the same or a different U.S.

port, travelling with a passport may help to expedite your CBP clearance upon return to the

U.S. Additionally, passports are required in the event you need to fly from the U.S. to a foreign
port should you miss your scheduled port of embarkation, or need to fly back to the U.S. for
emergency reasons. The Western Hemisphere Travel Initiative (WHTI) allows U.S. citizens
(including children) sailing on cruises that begin and end in the same U.S. port to travel with one
of the WHTI compliant documents, listed below. Additionally, the same document requirements
apply when taking a cruise that begins and ends in a different U.S. port.

e Valid U.S. Passport

Original or suitable quality copy of a birth certificate (issued by a government agency:
state/county/city) and a government issued photo ID if 16 years of age and older.

Original Certificate of Naturalization

Enhanced Tribal Card

A Consular Report of Birth Abroad

Enhanced Driver’s License (EDL) The word ‘Enhanced’ must appear on the driver’s license.

The following five States currently issue an EDL: Michigan, Minnesota, New York, Vermont and
Washington.

Copies of U.S. passports and naturalization papers, hospital and baptismal certificates are not
WHTI compliant documents and, therefore, are NOT acceptable. Birth certificates from Puerto
Rico, issued prior to July 1, 2010, are not valid forms of proof of citizenship that is accepted by
U.S. Customs and Border Protection. Guests from Puerto Rico either need to present a WHTI-
compliant document or a government-issued photo identification with a validated birth certificate
issued after July 1,2010.

If you need to obtain a passport quickly, Carnival® recommends that you contact Visa Central
Passport & Visa Service at www.visacentral.com/carnival or by phone at 866-788-1100.
Callers should mention that they are sailing on Carnival® to receive discounted service fees.

PHOTO IDENTIFICATION

In addition to proof of citizenship, a valid, unexpired government-issued photo 1.D is required of
all guests 16 years of age and older. The following are acceptable:

e Driver’s License
e Driver’s Permit

e School/Student I.D (acceptable ONLY for guests under 19 years of age)
e Government-Issued identification card (city/state/federal)

HAWAII SAILINGS

U.S. citizens must have a valid passport if the sailing departs or arrives in Vancouver.

U.S. PERMANENT RESIDENTS AND NON-U.S. CITIZENS

U.S. Permanent Residents require a valid Permanent Resident Card and, in some cases, a
passport (depending on itinerary) to travel on all Carnival® cruises. Guest must check with their
consulate, travel agent or appropriate government authority to determine if their nationality

requires they also bring a passport along with their Permanent Resident Card.

Non-U.S. citizens require a valid machine readable passport and a valid, unexpired U.S. multiple
entry visa, if applicable, to travel on all Carnival® cruises. Guests are advised to check with
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their consulate, travel agent or appropriate government authority to determine the necessary
documents. Non-U.S. citizens who are eligible to apply for admission under the Visa Waiver Pilot
Program, must still have a valid unexpired passport. U.S. State Department regulations require
all guests traveling from visa waiver countries be in possession of a machine-readable passport
that includes a biometric identifier - e.g., embedded digital photograph. Otherwise, guests will be
required to obtain a U.S. multiple entry visa. Guests without proper identification may be refused
boarding or entry into the United States.

0On occasion, non-U.S. citizens and U.S. Permanent Residents may be asked to surrender their
passport and/or Permanent Resident Card at time of embarkation. These documents will be
returned upon completion of the immigration inspection at the time of debarkation

All Guests Traveling to Canada

U.S. Citizens require a valid passport or WHTI compliant documents. Certain foreign nationalities
will require a visa for sailings calling on Canada, in additional to other ports of call. This visa
must be obtained prior to your cruise and will be checked at embarkation, to determine if you
require a Canadian visa please visit www.cic.gc.ca/english/visit/visas.asp. All guests must
check with their travel agent or the appropriate government authority to determine the necessary
documents.

Europe, Transatlantic and Transpacific Cruises

United States citizens must have a valid passport for travel. All other guests must check with their
travel agent or the appropriate government authority to determine the necessary documents.
Certain foreign nationals will be required to obtain a Schengen Visa for Europe cruises.

All Guests Traveling to Cuba
If your cruise includes travel to Cuba, visit www.carnival.com/FAQ to view required travel
documentation as well as a Travel Affidavit required for all guests including children.

AIR TRAVEL

Valid passports are required for air travel to any port outside the U.S. This will impact all guests
traveling by air to embark or debark in Vancouver for our Alaska or Hawaii cruises; and our
Canadian guests that travel by air to or from any of our U.S. embarkation ports. This will also
enable guests to fly from the U.S. to meet their ship at the first port should they miss their
scheduled embarkation and allow guests that must debark the ship before their cruise ends to
fly back to the U.S without significant delays and complications. Please note that in some cases,
depending on itineraries, you may not be allowed to meet the ship at the next port of call if you
miss the ship at the embarkation port. Guest names on travel documents (passport, Permanent
Resident Card, birth certificate, etc.) must be identical to those on the cruise and airline tickets.
Otherwise, proof of name change (e.g., a marriage license) with a valid driver’s license (or other
government-issued photo ID) must be presented.

ON BOARD ATTIRE

Casual attire is the order of the day. We suggest shorts, sundresses, tank tops, etc. for the
ladies, and for men; shorts, polo shirts, T-shirts, etc. will do. We suggest you wear rubber-soled,
low heeled or flat shoes for extra traction while onboard. The use of any footwear with wheels,
including but not limited, to Heelys® shoes, is prohibited on board our ships. For dining you may
want to dress up a bit and/or bring along a light sports jacket or cardigan.

Most evenings we have a Cruise Casual dress code, but there are those Cruise Elegant evenings
one or two nights throughout your “Fun Ship” voyage, where you will have the opportunity to
showcase your more elegant attire. For those who want casual attire for dinner time, the Lido
Restaurant is open nightly, and has a more relaxed theme. However, shirts and shoes/footwear
(flip-flops) must be worn at all times inside the Lido Restaurant.

e Cruise Casual Dining Dress Code: Gentlemen - Sport slacks, khakis, jeans (no cut-offs),
dress shorts (long), collared sport shirts; Ladies - Casual dresses, casual skirts or pants and
blouses, summer dresses, Capri pants.

Not permitted in the dining room during the Cruise Casual dinner for ladies and gentlemen:
cut-off jeans, men’s sleeveless shirts, gym or basketball shorts, baseball hats, flip-flops and
bathing suit attire.

We also suggest
a sport coat. If you wish to wear suits and ties or tuxedos, by all means we invite you to do
so.

Not permitted in the dining room during the Cruise Elegant dinner for ladies and
gentlemen: jeans, men'’s sleeveless shirts, shorts, t-shirts, sportswear, baseball hats, flip-
flops and bathing suit attire.

Special Sailings

Canada/New England/Alaska cruises: Sweaters, lightweight jackets and raincoats are suggested.
Casual clothes that can be layered easily are highly recommended. Bring a heavier sweater if
you are traveling to the glaciers, along with a raincoat and umbrella, because it is often cold and
windy in such areas.

Europe cruises: Comfortable shoes and a ‘just-in-case raincoat’. Special note: It is essential that
you wear the proper apparel when visiting the Vatican and other religious sites (no bare legs or
shoulders).
